All the children have settled in wonderfully and
are already showing how independent they are. | would like to inform you of a few things that you will
need to know about this term.

Homework

English and Mathematics will be set on a Friday for it to be completed and handed in by Wednesday of
the following week. This will be uploaded to Seesaw. Using Seesaw allows the children to be able to
capture their learning in a creative way. There are opportunities to use photos, to draw, to send videos,
to use voice notes. The children can then share their ‘wow’ work with their friends and myself in class.

The children will be bringing home their home library review books on a Tuesday to be returned on a
Friday of the same week.

We encourage parental involvement in homework, especially if your child is experiencing difficulties.
However, if your child does need further support, please ask them to come and see me, or alternatively
you can leave a comment on Seesaw or drop me an email.

Phonics/ Reading

We will continue with our successful Little Wandle phonics / reading scheme. Once the children are settled
and reading groups commence, reading books will be sent home on a Friday to be returned on the
following Monday. This ensures that packs of books are completed ready for the next group. Please record
the times you read in your child’s reading record. We will be continuing to focus upon fluency and
expression in our reading sessions and reading at home over the weekend will build upon what the
children have learnt at school. It is also important to discuss what your child has read to help develop their
reading comprehension skills.

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P.E. and Forest School

app to find out which dates your child will be involved in forest school and the clothing they need to wear.
