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Only SEN or greater depth children should be on a different list to their year group.
All children should read at least 2 of these books per half term as well as books they read for pleasure & scheme books.
Short book reviews/questions posed (comprehension) for each book to give evidence that they have read the book.  
A reward of housepoints will be given for children completing the required number of books.
Bookmarks to be stuck into reading record books.
Class reading books could/ should be chosen from this list too.
Each set will contain one of each book.  These books must be booked out and care taken over children borrowing books.  Children should be challenged when they are not treating books with respect.  
Coloured books will be stored in practical areas or in the school library.  Not to be mixed with other library books.
